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DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS, AND RESTRICTIONS
OF SILVERHAWK TO THE CITY OF OKLAHOMA CITY, OKLAHOMA
COUNTY, OKLAHOMA, A SUBDIVISION OF A PART OF THE NE/4 OF
SECTION 31, TOWNSHIP 14 NORTH, RANGE 3 WEST OF THE 1.M.,
OKLAHOMA COUNTY, OKLAHOMA

THIS DECLARATION, is made on the date hereinafier set forth by SILVERHAWEK,
LLC., an Oklahoma limited liability company, hereinafter referred 1o jointly as “Declarant”,
“Orwmer”, and “Developer”.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Declarant and Owner are all the owners of certuin real property in
Oklahoma County, State of Oklahoma, which is more particularly described as follows:

All Lots and Blocks in SILVERHAWK Phasc | and [1. Oklahoma County, Oklahoma,
according to the recorded plat. Lots 2-23 of block 13 and lots 8-17 of block 14 shall be
known as the Villas at Silverhawk. Referred 1o as “The Villas” from here on out. Lots 6-
50 of block 1 and lots 1-16 of block 2 shall be known as Silverhawk Village. Referred 1o
as " The Villages" here on out,

NOW THEREFORE, Declarant and Owner hereby declare that all of the
property described above shall be held, sold and conveyed subject to the following easements,
restrictions, covenants and conditions which are for the purpose of protecting the value and
desirability of, and which shall run with the real property and be binding upon all parties having
any right, title or interest in the deseribed properties or any part hereof, their heirs, successors
and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of each owner thercof,

LAND USE RESTRICTIONS

Section 1. Use. The Lots in SILVERHAWEK shall be used for private residence
purposes only. No store or business, no gas or automobile service station, no flat, duplex, or
apartment house, though intended for residence purposes, and no building of any kind
whatsoever shall be erected or maininined thercon, except private dwelling houses, and such
dwelling house being designated for oceupancy by a single family in its entirety.

Section 2. Nuisance. No noxious for offensive activity shall not be carried on upon
any Lot, nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or may become a nuisance or
annoyance 1o the neighborhood.

Section 3. Architecture, Complete clevation for any structure proposed to be crected
must first be submitted 10 the Developer and written approval thereof obtained from the
Dreveloper prior to the commencement or any construction upon cach and all of the Lots.

Section 4. Size and Height. No building site shall have less than 6,000 square feet.
All other residences shall have no less than 1,600 square feet. All residences shall be limited to
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two (2) stories and shall have a minimum of 800 square feet on the first floor. The Villages and
the Villas shall have no less than 1,400 square feet.

Section 5. Materials.

Ixcept where the Developer grunis the right to deviate from the following
requirements, the principle exterior of any residence shall be at least seventy (70%)
pereent brick or stone, and thirty (30%) percent may be of frame or other materials
which will blend together with the brick or stone 1o be used, but in no event shall a
continuing wall consisting of fifty (50%) percent of the exterior of the residence be
built of any material other than brick or stone. The principal exterior of any two (2)
story residence shall be at least fifty (50%) pereent brick or stone and fifty (50%)
percent may be of frame or other materials which will blend together with the brick
or stone 10 be used.  This restriction is intended to encourage the use of masonry
construction on the principal exterior of residences, but may be modified to allow the
use of other materials 1o blend with the environment to climinate repetition of
design. Any deviation from the above must be approved, in advance, and in writing,
by the Developer. THE EXCEPTION is the Villages WHERE 70% brick or stone
and 30% other may be used.

Roofs are 10 be of wood shingles, wood shakes, clay, tile or asphalt composition
roofing which is the color of weathered wood. Residence roofs shall have a
minimum pitch of 8/12, unfess in the Villages or Villas, where 7/12 is the minimum
pitch.

All fences must be wood or brick or wrought iron and may not exceed six (6) feet in
height.  All fences must commence at a point not less than five (5) feet behind the
front corner(s) of the interior dwelling portion of the house (not garage area), and
extend towards the back of the lot. The intent of this Section 5. (C) is that no portion
of the front yard shall be fenced. On any comer lot the fence on the side of the
house must be a minimum of ten (10) feet away from the curb. All fences
mentioned in this Section 5. (¢} shall be constructed on or inside platted property
lines. Any fences other than above will have to be approved by developer. No lence
shall be painted. A natural colored stain or clean coating is acceptable. THE
DEVELOPER SHALL INSTALL CEDAR FENCE WITH STEEL POSTS around
the Villages’ perimeter. TIHIS PERIMETER FENCE SHALL BE MAINTAINED
BY EACH HOMEOWNER IN THE VILLAGES AND VILLAS.

Foundation construction shall be footing and stem, except in the Villages and Villas
where pier on grade is acceptable.

Each completed house must have at least 2 trees measuring 2 inches in diameter
each. A minimum of 10 three pgallon bushes must be planted. Each front & back
yard must be sodded before occupancy.

Section 6. Plans and Specifications. The complete set of plans, materials, size, and
use of structure, plot plan, and specifications shall be submitted for written approval in advance
of construction.
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Section 7. Fencing, All fencing of the following types other than those referred in
Section 5. (¢} Above must be approved in writing in advance of its installation:

(2) Association fence;

(b) Public fence;

(c) Any other fence which could extend bevond the front of any building structure or be
taller than the height restriction described in Section 5. {c);

(d) Adjoining fences.

Section 8. Construction Period.  Upon commencement of the excavation for
construction of any Lot or Lots in this plat, the work must be continuous, weather permitting,
until the house, etc. is complete. No delay of construction within a period of twelve (12) months
will be permitted, unless further extension for the completion of said house, cte. is given in
writing.  If no such consent is given, the Developer or its designee may, but shall not be
obligated to, complete such construction. No temporary out building, temporary home or other
temporary structures shall be placed or erected upon any lot unless approved in writing.
(EXCEPT FOR CITY REQUIRLED TOILETS).

Scction 9. Set-Back of Building Structures from Streets. No building structure or
part thereof, except as hereinafter provided, shall be erected or maintained on any of the lots
nearer to the front street or the side street then the front building limit line or the side building
limit line of the aforementioned lots, as shown on said plat.

Scction 10, Free Space (Side Set-Back). No part of any building structure on the lots
shall be erected nearer than five (5) feet to the side propenty line except that cornices, spouting,
chimneys and ornamental projections may extend two (2) feet nearcr said side property line.
Any other deviations of side set-backs must have prior written approval.

Section 11, Parking, Storage and Easements.

(1) No parking andfor storage of trailers, boats and/or other vehicles which are not
normatly used as everyday transportation will be allowed on streets or lots except
where adequate sereening has been previously provided which the Developer has
given his written approval thereto.

(b) No commercial vehicles (excepting private passenger type wvehicles tagged as
commercial, i.e. a Suburban or other Sport Utility wvehicle, but not trucks),
construction equipment, or like equipment or mobile or stationary trailers of any
kind shall be permitted on or near any lot of the subdivision unless kept in a garage
completely enclosed. Vehicles used during the home construction phase of this
subdivision may be excepted.

(c) No overnight parking of any trailer, boat, camper or recreational vehicle (RV) is
permitted except when it is completely concealed from the view from neighboring
lots, roads, or streets.

(d) Playground equipment may be kept on the premises provided it is in an area tolally
concealed from the street or streets.
